	Matters Arising
a.          Cheltenham PGMEC
(1) Location – The creation of the Gloucester Academy means the current location of the PGMEC will relocate in Cheltenham in late March 2006. The new site will not have the same level of catering support with no kitchen or drinks licence. It appears administrative support would be required outside normal working hours with a potential cost implication. Discussions with JM and PGMEC manager have confirmed support for the group. It will continue to operate at a net zero cost to members. Costs for room hire (?£100) and administrative support (?£15 ph) are to be met from central educational funds. JM has obtained support from SHA Deanery for this. The catering options were discussed. The Trust has precedence in offering catering support. It was felt that private catering may well continue but at a reduced capability of buffet style meal. Other options for the meeting location and catering were considered. It is the feeling of the committee that a central Gloucestershire location, with appropriate IT and educational support, was preferable and that the PGMEC meets this requirement. It was confirmed to review the situation in 3 months.
