	Matters Arising
a.          Cheltenham PGMEC
(1) Membership Lists.  Review of GP Medical List for Gloucestershire, reveals 8 principals on the Sessional GP mailing list.  RG will produce a letter for distribution via PGMEC to these doctors removing them from the membership list. Following on from the 2 formal requests, RG will also produce a letter for distribution to those members who have still not supplied an e-mail address, stating further hard copy mail will cease to those members. 	LMC Update
Discussions focussed on the following relevant issues:
a.      Sessional GP Appraisal Funding. Despite the extant DoH guidance and BMA GPC advice noted in previous minutes, Cheltenham and Tewkesbury PCT have written to the LMC, on behalf of the 3 Gloucestershire PCTs, outlining their policy of only funding appraiser costs from this financial year. There was a long discussion about this at the LMC meeting particularly around the fact that salaried/FCS and retainer GP’s are entitled to time off to prepare for appraisal (See FCS/model GPC salaried GP contract and recent GPC guidance) and the practices should have received funds in the Global Sum to cover these costs. Therefore the only money the PCT needs to release will be for preparation and appraisal time for Locum GP’s. The LMC will be writing to the PCT obtain clarification on the situation.  
The issues are being monitored by the NASGP and comments are noted in the June-July 2005 magazine. 

b.        Choose and Book. Work is ongoing and trial projects will be starting in the near future. Practice based training will be commencing in the near future. Issues regarding incorporation of Sessional GPs in this training were raised.
