a.         BMA Sessional GPs Forum. The latest bulletin from the GPC Sessional GPs subcommittee is available from the BMA website (www.bma.org.uk). 

This contains details of 

(1)       GPC Elections – nominations by13 May 05.
(2)       Salaried GP Pay – Doctors’ and Dentists’ Review Body (DDRB) recommended salaried GPs pay be increased by 3.225%. Thus a minimum salary for full time GP working 37.5 hours a week (pro-rata for part-time) employed by an nGMS practice or PCO is now £49,248. Members may wish to discuss with their employers about their pay rise as of 01 April 2005.

(3)        Appraisal Funding – as discussed in previous minutes – the PCO is responsible for paying for all GPs appraisals whatever their status. PCOs received central funding as outlined in HSC 2004/003 and Guidance Note 3958 published October 2004 (available www.dh.gov.uk). Attached is the guidance from BMA GPC Sessional GP subcommittee. www.bma.org.uk/ap.nsf/content/FundingAppraisalSalariedGPs0405. Members may wish to invoice their PCOs for their preparation time as well as the appraisal itself. GPC Sessional GP subcommittee consider nine hours is the appropriate time spent on appraisal for billing purposes.
