Chairman After Note:

The membership is reminded of the following information published in the Autumn NASGP Newsletter:

HSC 2004/003 Primary Medical Services Allocations 2004-5. (This is downloadable from the DoH website)

In summary, the DoH allocated an extra £30 million to support GP appraisal. Of this £17 million, was earmarked for the appraisal of ALL GPs (including sessioanl, freelance, assistants and retainers) working in GMS practices and covers the cost of appraisers AND appraisees. PCTs were advised to retain 55% of this appraisal funding, in PCT administered funds,  to meet the costs of locums (on the Performers list) and directly employed doctors. The remaining 45% is to support appraisees within practices and will become part of the global sum. 
In a nutshell, the PCO pays. It is recommended by NASGP to invoice your PCT, if you are not paid for your appraisal, quoting the above Health Service Circular.
