	· JM confirmed that Trust members could attend neighbouring Severn Educational trusts without charge under reciprocal arrangements that existed with Bath, Swindon & Bristol. Somerset, until now affiliated with Wessex, were in the process of setting up their own independent Educational Trust.
· JM reported that Julia Shefras would be acting as education contact for Family Planning. JM had not received a reply from the Faculty of Family Planning concerning granting of educational approval for relevant GGPET courses. An approach would be made locally (to Alison Winterton) to determine how to achieve this.
· JM quoted a reply from the Charities Commission which confirmed that payments made to the Sessional doctor’s Convenor would not cause him/her to be regarded as an employee. KB had not received an invoice yet from Richard Gale. JM will follow. The committee were keen for it to be recognised that the organisation of the Sessional doctors was not just undertaken by one person

	· No report received
· Spring workshops just published.
· KB expressed concern that there had been no planning as yet for the Spring String of Pearls. Discussion took place around the recent re-organisation of the Deanery Education Team and the current pressures it was under because of Vocational Training reorganisation. JM said that the Deanery retained a responsibility for overseeing strategic education planning within the Gloucestershire Patch, but that Tutors had no specific role in Education delivery. CB explained that the GP Education Team had been involved with workshop planning, the specialty workshops (Family Planning, Emergency Care and Dermatology). The link between educational needs and delivery through Appraisal outcomes remained with the Deanery, though had suffered a hiatus because of the changeover in Appraisal Co-ordinator post that had recently occurred. JM explained that the original GGPET business plan included some funds to support Programme Organising (such as had been agreed to support the Sessional doctors). Clarification was needed from the Deanery Team about their exact remit, with some urgency being required if the 30 continuous years of the acclaimed String of Pearls education week was not to be interrupted

	· JM reported that CPD Forum had not been adopted throughout Severn because of issues of funding. PF asked that this be communicated to the Appraisals group. MN asked what alternative arrangements were available. JM said links existed between the Education Trust websites within Severn and with the Deanery website and in the light of the CPDForum issue, these links would be more actively promoted.
· JM reported that he had been approached by the Appraisals Administrator asking for an alternative place to host the Appraisals section of the PCCAG website. JM had agreed that as no costs would be incurred by GGPET, he felt this was an appropriate place for this to reside

· JM asked whether there was an Academy representative to replace Ruth Thomas. No one seemed to know. MN would investigate

· JM reported a mentoring scheme under development by some Cirencester GPs that had arisen from a tragic event last year. JM felt that mentoring young GPs was a role that GGPET shared some responsibility for. Details of the mentoring scheme proposal would be circulated with the minutes for greater discussion at next Executive Committee meeting.
