a.      Appraisal Funding. Negotiations continue, on behalf of all Sessional GPs,  by the LMC with all 3 PCTs on the issues of funding for appraisal. A joint response for the PCTs is being co-ordinated by Cheltenham & Tewkesbury PCT. The principal of funding for all GPs whatever their status remains paramount. The diversity of GPs providing GP services and their widely differing employment status remains a thorny issue for the PCTs in producing parity in remuneration. It is unclear whether any payments will be made for appraisals undertaken in the previous financial year despite the DoH having provided specific funding.
